e Four positions with expertise cultivar development and animal breed development

Universities, the Hispanic Serving Institutions, or a 1994 Equity in Education land-grant university)

Citrus Disease Subcommittee: 8 Open Positions

e Three individuals who are citrus producers from Florida
e Four individuals who are citrus producers from California or Arizona

® One individual who is a citrus producer from Texas
